a) Recommend to the Oklahoma Legislature to amend O.S. 82 § 1470 to institute an annual flat user fee for private flotation device users;

b) Advance rulemaking to amend OAC 630: 10-1-5 (b) to establish a 10% reduction penalty in the number of OSRC Commercial Flotation Device Licenses issued to applicants who file late;
c) Advance rulemaking to amend OAC 630: 10-1-5 (c) to add information requirements to OSRC Commercial Flotation Device License Applications requiring applicants to provide the following information:

1. flotation device launch and retrieval points (their owned, leased, rented or publicly-owned);
2. proof of liability insurance/financial responsibility;
3. description of facilities, including the availability and physical location of toilet facilities offered to the public and whether those facilities are state-inspected/approved (including on-site septic systems or other wastewater treatment process);
4. provide an inventory of all commercial flotation devices;
5. history of the commercial flotation device operation or business plan for new applicants (including reference to whether the CFDO was licensed at time of enactment of licensing requirements in 1980, or previously obtained CFD Licenses by transfer from another existing CFDO).      

d) Advance rulemaking to amend OAC 630: 10-1-5 (g)(1) requiring Commercial Flotation Device Operators to provide access to toilet facilities to the floating public;

e) Advance rulemaking within OAC 630, Chapter 10 to establish a new non-profit license for youth development or church-sponsored camps located adjacent to scenic streams within OSRC jurisdiction;
f) Advance rulemaking to limit the maximum size of rafts that Commercial Flotation Device Operators may offer for hire to customers/public; and
g) Advance rulemaking to amend OAC 630: 10-1-3 Definitions to add the definition of “for hire”.

Consideration, vote to approve, amend or take other action to amend issuance of 2007-2008 (June 1, 2007 – May 31, 2008) Commercial Flotation Device Permits made at the OSRC February 20, 2007, Regular Business Meeting and the OSRC March 26, 2007, Special Business Meeting, following the stipulated order overturning action due to possible conflict of interest of a commissioner participating in earlier votes and remanding for further consideration.
