06. Financial Report.

Administrator Fite gave OSRC Commissioners a list of expenditures to-date for FY-03.  He told Commissioners that the budget subcommittee decided to eliminate the contract between the OSRC and the Oklahoma Attorney General’s Office.  In addition the OSRC has eliminated all advertising and the OWRB will be contributing over $15,000 toward USGS water sampling cost.  

07. Report on Administrator’s efforts to communicate and coordinate with Arkansas lawmakers, agencies, municipalities, universities and industry to support the development of water quality improvements within Oklahoma designated scenic rivers areas.

Administrator Fite reported that the five major Northwest Akansas cities have sent a letter to Arkansas and Oklahoma officials. In that letter, the cities of Fayetteville, Springdale, Rogers, Bentonville, and Siloam Springs committed their willingness to work with Arkansas and Oklahoma State Officials to meet a phosphorus limit of 1ppm from their POTWS.

08. Report on State of Oklahoma’s application to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for participation in President Bush’s Watershed Initiative Program

Administrator Fite was selected by the Oklahoma Secretary of the Environment’s Office to head the application process for the Watershed Initiative Program.  Several agencies including the OSRC have pledged to contribute funds if Oklahoma is delegated funds from the EPA.

If selected by the USEPA, Oklahoma efforts would be directed toward acquiring conservation easements within the Illinois River Basin to contribute toward riparian protection and reduction of pollutants from non-point source pollutants.
