07. Presentation and discussion by Kenny Naylor, Oklahoma Department of Agriculture, Food & Forestry regarding regulations applicable to the use of commercial fertilizer within Scenic Rivers Watersheds.  

Mr. Naylor discussed the Commercial Fertilizer Act (CFA).  He indicated that the CFA is a consumer protection act and that there are environmental provisions that regulate the storage of commercial fertilizer including spill prevention and containment.

Presentation and discussion of Arkansas nutrient legislation and development of rulemaking which will regulate the use of animal waste and commercial fertilizer in nutrient-sensitive watersheds.  


Mr. Fite discussed how the State of Arkansas is currently regulating the poultry industry with the introduction and passage of the following bills: HB1652-Certifies Soil Nutrient Management Planners/Applicators; HB1653-Registration of Poultry Operations; HB1654-Soil Nutrient Application & Poultry Litter Util. Act.  Mr. Fite also distributed a hard copy of the Arkansas legislation and copies of proposed rules by the Arkansas Soil and Water Conservation Commission to the Commissioners.

Commissioner Culver asked to have the vote reconsidered at the November Regular Business Meeting.

10. Education Outreach Coordinator Report (Chairman Stubblefield changed Agenda Item 11 to Agenda Item 10).  

Ms. Lee reported that June 25th’s river cleanup was a success.  Eighty people attended and collected approximately 700 pounds of trash.  Some of the trash collectors reported that some sections of the river were fairly clean and that trash was hard to find.

Ms. Lee stated that there are only three more Campground Programs before the season is over.  Topics include “Star-gazing” by Dan Howard, “OK Reptiles” by Leanne Rogers, and “Get Hooked!” by Randy Hiler.

The new Floaters Guide can be downloaded from OSRC’s web site.

Ms. Lee will be attending the Adair County Safety Fair and be promoting water safety tips and distributing educational coloring books to children.

The OSRC’s vanity license plate program needs 100 prepaid applications to be initiated.  The cost is $37.00: $25.00 goes to OSRC, $10.00 goes to OTC, $2.00 for shipping.  There will be an art contest administered by Ms. Lee to determine the design of the license plate.

11. Administrator’s Report (Chairman Stubblefield changed agenda Item 12 to agenda Item 11).  


Mr. Fite distributed a copy of the Oklahoma’s Comment Letter regarding the Osage Basin 
Project in Arkansas and indicated that the State has raised 4 key points.


User fees collected to date are in excess of $74,000.


Mr. Fite distributed a revised Agreement with the US Army Corps of Engineers.


The Oklahoma Dept. of Agriculture, Food, and Forestry is conducting a Land Owner 
Workshop on August 26th from 5pm-9pm at OSRC Headquarters.  This is the first 
workshop in a 
series that the Scenic Rivers Commission is sponsoring to provide education 
outreach to the landowners.


OSRC is continuing to review its rules and regulations with the Attorney Generals office to 
be in compliance with State law.


Mr. Fite is currently attending a workgroup with the City of Siloam Springs regarding the 
development and construction of a new waste water treatment plant.  Siloam Springs 
indicated that they are 
targeting a 0.037 discharge level.


The City of Fayetteville has started the process of building a $125,000,000 waste water 
treatment plant and that OSRC is staying abreast of the project.


The Arkansas/Oklahoma-Arkansas River Compact Commission is scheduled on September 
24th at 
Russellville, Arkansas.


12. Power Point presentation regarding development and implementation of Oklahoma Water Quality Standard for phosphorus in scenic rivers by Ed Fite (Chairman Stubblefield changed Agenda Item 10 to Agenda Item 12).

Mr. Fite presented the history of the Scenic Rivers Act and the conception of the Oklahoma Scenic Rivers Commission.  He explained the demographics of the Illinois River Basin, including the population growth and the subdivision of acreage.  He referenced the phosphorous standards and how Oklahoma and Arkansas are dealing with it in terms of municipalities.  He told about poultry operations and the estimated phosphorous produced.  He also explained the Oklahoma Water Resources Board and the Scenic Rivers Commission and their role in water quality with respect to the Illinois River.  He included problems associated with water quality in the Illinois River and recommendations on the improvement of water quality.

13. New Business.


Two abstract company owners asked that the Commission consider making any required 
regulations transferable when land is transferred from one landowner to another.  
Chairman Stubblefield appointed Commissioner Randall and Commissioner Hale to 
review the process.
