Ranger Department Report.

Officer Mac Martin briefed the commission on the number and type of citations that had been issued since the August Regular Business Meeting.  He also announced that Brian Stanglin, Seasonal ORSC Ranger, was awarded the Officer of the Year Award.

Administrator’s Report.
a) Update on Administrator’s efforts to communicate and coordinate with Arkansas lawmakers, agencies, municipalities, universities and industry to support the development of water quality improvements within Oklahoma designated scenic rivers areas;

Mr. Fite gave the Commissioners a letter that had been sent from the Oklahoma Attorney General’s Office to Arkansas Officials.  This letter outlines the issues that Oklahoma State Agencies feel are necessary in reaching a cooperative agreement with Arkansas.

Summary of 2002 tourist season;

Mr. Fite reported the total number of trips for 2002 decreased by 600 from 2001 but OSRC was still $1,000 ahead of expected revenue.  He said that this change could be credited to the increasing popularity of rafts.

Sunset Law Review of OSRC in the 1st Session of the 49th Oklahoma Legislature – February, 2003;

Mr. Fite said that he will be working on a response questionnaire for the Legislative Sunset Law Review Committee and that he would report further on the subject in the December Business Meeting.

d) Illinois River Clean-up, Friday, September 6, 2002;


Mr. Fite said that approximately 150 volunteers showed up for the River Clean-up.  The volunteers picked up close to 3,000 pounds of trash.

Mr. Fite thanked the Commissioners for participating in the familiarization float trip on Saturday, September 28th.  The tour was very successful and informative to participants.

Mr. Fite reported that Marie West, liaison to the AG’s Office for the OSRC, had resigned from her position.
