09.       Ranger Department Report.

Officer Martin reported that the Ranger Department is currently hiring several seasonal officers and making preparations for the summer.

Administrator’s Report.
a)  Payment of legal services rendered to Dorothy Usdin and her trust in connection with the conveyance of her Cherokee County real property to the OSRC.

Mr. Fite explained to the Commission that the Attorney General’s Office did not approve the request for payment of legal services in connection with the donation of land to the OSRC by Dorothy Usdin. Because the OSRC contracts legal services from the Attorney General’s Office, prior notification was needed before making arrangements for legal services from others.

b) Update on status of proposed amendments to OSRC Chapter 3-Election



 Procedures and Chapter 10- Licensing and Use Permits.

Mr. Fite told the Commission that the proposed amendments to OSRC Chapter 3 and Chapter 10 Permanent Rules have been filed with the legislature and are pending approval.

    c)
Implementation of camping fee collections at OSRC campsites.

Mr. Fite said that the Maintenance Department has built several campsites in the public access areas and an individual will be hired to collect camping fees.  

    d)
Update on status of proposed amendment to Oklahoma Water Quality Standards by the Oklahoma Water Resources Board(OWRB) in regard to numeric criteria of 0.037 mg/l for phosphorus for Scenic Rivers.

Mr. Fite reported that the OWRB has approved a 0.037 mg/l limit on phosphorus in Oklahoma scenic rivers and it will be effective in July 2002 with full implementation over a ten-year period.

    e) Update on Administrator’s efforts to communicate and coordinate with Arkansas     lawmakers, agencies, municipalities, universities and industry to support the development of water quality improvements within Oklahoma’s designated scenic river areas.

         Mr. Fite has been speaking with various organizations, agencies, and State/federal elected officials from both Oklahoma and Arkansas regarding water quality in the Illinois River.  He said he would continue his efforts to coordinate a plan of action that will lower the level of phosphorus being discharged into the Illinois River.

 f) Status of proposed OSRC Ranger Policy and Procedure Manual.

 Mr. Fite told the Commission that the Ranger Manual would be finished and could be reviewed by the Commissioners in the June meeting.

g) Workshop for Commissioners and public in regard to Illinois River Management Plan  familiarization.

Mr. Fite hopes to arrange a workshop to familiarize new Commissioners and all interested individuals on the Illinois River Management Plan. He said that he would be sending out a memo to determine the best time to conduct this workshop.   

h) Commissioners’ Ethics Commission Reports due.

Mr. Fite informed the Commission that the Ethics Commission Reports are due by April 30, 2002.
