Presentation by Mike Stephens on phosphorus.  Requested by Commissioner Bill Blackard.

Mike Stephens, who is an engineer for Phillips Petroleum Company, was invited by Commissioner Blackard to give an overview of phosphorus.  Mr. Stephens gave a background of the physical, chemical and biological effects of phosphorus on watersheds.  He presented to the Commission several possible alternatives for controlling the impact of phosphorus on the Illinois River.

Request by Carl E. George, owner of Sparrowhawk Camp, to speak with the OSRC Commissioners about the role of the OSRC in cleaning the river of obstructions.

Carl E. George was not present; this agenda item was not discussed.

010. Consideration, vote to approve, amend or take other action in regard to entering a cross-deputization agreement between the OSRC Ranger Department and the Cherokee Nation Marshall Service.

Administrator Fite explained that a cross-deputization agreement with the Cherokee Nation Marshall Service would enable OSRC Rangers to have additional manpower, equipment and training that would not be available without this agreement.  Marie West explained the specific language in the proposed agreement.  She said that this particular wording specifically limits OSRC Rangers to the counties where they already have jurisdiction.  Commissioner Culver proposed that this agenda item be tabled to give Commissioners time to research all possible consequences of this agreement.  Madam Chair Rucker asked Commissioner Culver to review the agreement with Marie West and report back at the next OSRC meeting.  Mr. Fite withdrew the agreement consideration by Commissioners.

Update on Administrator’s efforts to communicate and coordinate with Arkansas lawmakers, agencies, municipalities, universities and industry to support the development of water quality improvements within Oklahoma designated scenic rivers areas;

Mr. Fite said that the OWRB conducted a tour of the Illinois River Basin on August 12, 2002.  Visitors from municipalities, poultry industries and several government agencies were present.
