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	GRAND LAKE — Richard Seybolt was recently named to the Arkansas-Oklahoma Arkansas River Compact Commission by President George W. Bush.

Seybolt replaces Emon Mahony of Fort Smith, Ark.

Seybolt will head the commission. “I’m the chairman,” he said, adding the main focus of the commission, which oversees all rivers which drain into the Arkansas, everything north of Interstate 40, will be phosphorus in the water.

“We will be involved in the phosphorus issue between Oklahoma and Arkansas.”

According to Seybolt, Oklahoma has set a lower limit on phosphorus in designated “scenic rivers” than Arkansas and the commission will help develop a common standard for the mineral.

“All of this is the result of the poultry industry,” Seybolt said. “Excessive phosphorus comes from chicken litter.”

Seybolt, who owns Diamond Coach, a bus manufacturing company in Oswego, Kan., said the commission has not been too active in the past, but hopes to change that.

“We’ll probably be more active than it has been in the past,” he said. “It really hasn’t accomplished a whole lot in the past.

“There’s some issues we can work on and that’s really what I want to do.”
