What is the purpose of the revisions?  This new rule describes the procedures for the collection and administration of any fees that are set by statute.

What classes of people will be affected, and are there any cost impacts?  No cost impacts are expected.

What classes of people will benefit?  Some businesses that choose to collect statutory fees and remit them to the OSRC may be able to retain a small percentage as a handling fee.

Will the revisions impact political subdivisions?  No.
